the total amount of the check.  Credit will not be given for the fund raiser until the check is made good.  Any outstanding money owed to the band will become 
a senior obligation for graduation.  All orders must be picked up on the date specified in the fundraising letter.  We do not have facilities to hold orders.  If 
paying by cash, PLEASE try to condense the money to the smallest amount possible. For example, try not to place 57 one dollar bills with your order.  

All orders MUST be picked up on the date 
specified in the fundraising letter. We do not have facilities to hold orders.  All fundraising materials will be handed out at marching band practices. Additional 
materials will be left in Mr. Crone's office for students not present at the time of distribution. When possible, information will also be included in the newsletter 
and shared at the Band Parents meetings.
