| am very concerned with the status of the finances
for the Fiesta Bowl Trip. Funds in the students
account are far behind the expected amounts. Each
of you signed a commitment paper agreeing to both
your child’s participation in and your financial
obligation to this trip. We also formulated target dates
to try to keep your child’s account current with our
payment schedule. While | stated those were not
mandatory payment dates, the amount due at those
times should have been in your student’s account as
close to those dates as possible.

After holding a mandatory parent’s meeting in
September, which many families chose not to
attend, it was decided to proceed with the trip and
proceed with our payment schedule to the travel
company. Over $30,000.00 has now been paid
toward the trip that is non-refundable. This money
was secured from student accounts. BPO records
show that many student accounts are well below the
projected target. This concerns me greatly.

| have often mentioned that if you had financial
concerns you should call me so we could discuss the
situation. | thank you for those calls, but | have come
to a realization. Unless the families with low balances
who have not called plan to pay the account
balances, | am not going to be able honor any
commitments. Further, if families decide to cancel the
original commitment to the trip, there may be far too
many students not going to make the trip viable from
both financial and performance aspects.

The BPO must next write large checks in both
November and December. | am at a loss to advise
them on this issue. | do not want to commit more
money that cannot be refunded, but | also do not
want to cancel the trip because | feel so strongly
that our students need this type of experience.

| can say with certainty that families that have
paid cash for the trip to date, are at no risk of
losing any of that money due to trip cancellation.
However, checks written after December 1%
cannot be guaranteed.

| urge you once again, if at all possible, to please
send in the balance so | might better evaluate the
situation. | realize times are tough, but | can assure
you that this is an experience that will stay with your
children for the rest of their lives. | have never had to
cancel a trip and | would hate to make this the first
time. Please call me with your concerns. Only
through communication can | make the right
decisions.
